From Lynchburg: take 460 East to 
Appomattox, at second exit, turn left onto 
Rt. 24 East toward Appomattox 
Courthouse, drive 7 miles, turn right 
onto Rt. 626, drive 5 miles to Rt. 723. The 
Center is at the end of Rt. 723. 
From Charlottesville: take Rt. 20 South turn 
right onto Rt. 15 South, drive 1 mile, turn 
right onto Route 60 West past Buckingham 
Courthouse, turn left onto Rt. 24, drive 10 
miles, turn left onto Rt. 626, drive 5 
miles to Rt. 723. The Center is at the end 
of Rt. 723. From Farmville: take Rt. 460 
West to Prospect, turn right onto Rt. 626 
follow Rt. 626 10 miles, turn right onto Rt. 
723, The Center is at the end of Rt. 723.
